Works of journalistic and artistic nature, as well as works that are compilations of other research articles are not accepted for publication. Papers that do not correspond to the theme of the conference, contain plagiarism, or are in violation of the above requirements will not be accepted.

Paper submission requirements
The paper contains from 3 to 5 pages of A4 format.
Microsoft Word; Times New Roman, 14 pt; 
Line spacing is single line; 
Margins of 2 cm; 
Alignment by width; 
Portrait page orientation; 
Automatic hyphenation; 
Indent of 1.25 cm.
Page numbering, page breaks, automatic reference counting, sparse or condensed font or manual formatting of paragraph indentation are not allowed.

1. UDC of the article (http://teacode.com/online/udc/)
2. TITLE OF THE ARTICLE (bold, all letters in capitals, centered). 
The next line is a white space.
3. Basic information about the author(s) includes:
– initials and surname of the author, city in brackets (bold italic, right-aligned);
– name of the organization represented by the author(s) (bold italic, right-aligned), without indicating the organizational and legal form of the legal entity: Federal State Budgetary Institution of Science, Federal State Budgetary Educational Institution of Higher Education, etc.;
– email address (bold italic);
– ORCID (Scopus if available).
The next line is a white space.
4. Abstract does not exceed 10 lines.
5. Key words (phrases) from 5 to 7 words (phrases) separated by a comma. No dot mark after key words. 
The next line is a white space.
6. The main text of the article has the following parts:
– introduction, materials, methods, results, discussion and conclusion;
– examples are highlighted in italics without inverted commas, analysed units in the text in bold;
– sources references are executed as follows: [Johnson, 2018, p. 215], [Ivanov, 1989, p. 215; Petrov, 2009, p. 105], [Ibid. P. 215]. Please, distinguish between dashes (–) and hyphens (-);
– for all tables and figures, the source should be indicated in square brackets [Ivanov, p. 5] (if the table or figure is borrowed) or [Compiled or developed by the author]. Scanned figures and photos are not allowed.
7. Information about the grant support of the publication, if necessary, is located at the end of the article.
8. The list of references is given at the end of the article in alphabetical order.
9. Information about the authors and supervisor (if any) includes surname, first name, academic degree, title and affiliation.
