SUBMISSION REQUIREMENTS FOR PARTICIPANTS
The paper should not exceed 4 pages.

The text should be typed with Times New Roman font, font size – 14, line spacing – 1.5, margins – 2 cm each. For references: Times New Roman font, font size 12, line spacing – 1. 
The title of the paper should be typed in capital letters, center alignment, without paragraph indention.
Under the heading, the authors’ full names and affiliation should be indicated (Times New Roman, font size 12, center alignment, without paragraph indention).

The paper should also include a brief abstract (2–3 sentences) and key words (3–5 words).

Page numbers and 
hyphenation are not allowed.
Citations should be put in brackets in the text in correspondence with the source mentioned in references [1, p. 252] at the end of the sentence. Other forms of citation are not allowed. References should be put in alphabetical order at the end of the paper. References should only include the sources cited in the text. 
The paper submitted should always be accompanied by the following information about the author(s) and scientific advisor: full name, status (for authors), degree (for scientific advisors), affiliation, contacts (phone numbers and email).

All the submissions are checked for plagiarism. The text should have at least 60 per cent originality rate.
The organizational committee reserves the right to dismiss the papers submitted beyond the deadline (October 6, 2022), as well as those incompliant with the conference subjects, the overall level of the conference, or failing to meet the submission requirements.
